WELLS WINS WESTERN HEMISPHERE CHAMPS

Five Nations Send Two Skippers Each to Clearwater Yacht Club Races

Ted Wells, U.S. National Champion, with Charles
Henry as crew, succeeded in the Clearwater,
Florida,races November 25-28 and annexing the Hay-
ward Trophy emblematic of the Western Hemisphere
Championghip. Five races were held with each skip-
per ueing a different boat in each race.Boats were
brought from Chattancoga and Atlanta to get the
necessary ten good boats for the competition.wWells
turned in a brilliant job of sailing to wrest the
championship from Dr.Clemente Inclan the defending
champion from Cuba.Dr.Inclan took second place and
Jorge Mantilla, also of Havana, wound up in third.

The first day’s race was sailed on the Gulf of
Mexlco off Clearwater Beach over a triangle course
with a 10 mile east wind. Wells took an early lead
which was never threatened, crossing the finish 50
seconds ahead of Jorge Mantilla.Third spot went to
Eenneth Simmons of Bermuda and Harvey Doans of Can-
ada came in fourth.Morris Whitney,U.S.Junior Champ-
ion and rumner-up in the US Nationals,camein fifth.
Pierro Mattos of Brazil was sixth;Walter MacKinley
of Canada was seventh;Dr.Inclan wageighth and Miss
Hanny Juetz of Brazil was ninth.George Soares from
Bermuda was tenth.

The second day,Wednesday,tiwo races were held on
the Gulf of Mexico.The morning race was tri
again with about a soven mi.east wind. Wells again
took the lead ard held it for the entire six mile
course, George Soares of Bermuda, second,followed
in order by Inclan,third; Jorge Mantilla in fourth
Harvey Doane,fifth and Morris Whitney,sixth.Walter
MacKinley was eighth and Miss Juetz and Plerre Mat-
tos, both of Brazil, were ninth and tenth.

The afternoon race started in a bresze from NE
which dled down to almost a dead calm before the
boats finlshed the first windward leg.From the gun
it was a battle between Wells and Inclan withCuba$
dhazp winning the duel. Wells was second. Mattos
came up from 10th to third and was closely follow-~
ed by Harvey Doane. Bermuda's George Soares, fifth
and Jorge Mantilla, sixth. £emmeth Simmons came in
seventh,Morris Whitnsy,eighth,Miss Juetz,ninth ard
Walt MacKinley, tenth.

Dr.Inclan made big inroads in Wells'lead in the
fourth race by taking first place. This race was
held in the Bay near Clearwater with a fifteen to
seventeen mile wind from the NW. Dr.Ilnclan took an
early lead and increased it on every leg of the
windward-leeward course. He came in 55 seconds be-
fore Jorge Mantilla, who was second. Whitney was
third and Wells in fourth spote Mattos was fifth,
Harvey Doane,sixth and Ken Simmons,seventh. Walter
KacKinley was ninth, Miss Juetz tonth and Bormudah
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George Soares in tenth place.

The fifih and final rpce was again held in the
Bay with & northwester from 17 to 20 miles an
hour. Ted Wells hit thel starting 1ine with full
way on and stopped fool around. He added to his
lead throughout the race,| crossing the finish line
well shead of y Morris Whitney who was second.
